Do encourage them to access 

Microsoft TEAMS regularly as there will be resources to support them uploaded on here.  

During the Assessment Week, pupils should attend school promptly with all the necessary equipment in a 

pencil case including a calculator. It is crucial that the highest standards of attendance and punctuality are 

met during the Assessment period so please do ensure that your child is on time for school, fully equipped 

and ready for their Assessments. The results of these Assessments will be reported to you together with the 

termly report on their behaviour and attitude for learning.
