· The theme for collective worship will be Christian Values. The CW values plan will be delivered over a two-year period to ensure there is a rigorous sense of purpose linked to the communities we are part of. The Christian values that will be covered are rooted in the person and teachings of Jesus Christ and his invitation to all of us to experience life in all its fullness allowing all students to “live life in its fullness” (John 10:10).
· Each value will also correspond with the Trinity Characteristics encapsulated within ‘Learning, Loving and Living’.
